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Abstract:
Introduction: Our aim was to study clinical and etiological profile and various complications and outcome in pediatric patients having exanthematous fever. 
Material and Methods: 153 patients of both sexes aged (0-12) years admitted in pediatric ward with fever and rash were included in the study. Detailed history of patients is noted. Examination of skin rash and detail examination of patients is done. Routine and specific investigations were done as per requirement. All patients were treated and all the complications and outcome of patients were studied. 
Results: Maximum patients (52.90%) were in age group 1-5 years. Most common type of rash was maculopapular and measles was the commonest (30.32%) etiology detected in these patients. Most common complication noted was bleeding manifestation (25.43%) seen with unspecified hemomhagic fever. Most common cause of death was unspecified hemorrhagic fever with mortaliy seen in 10.96% of patients. 
Conclusions: In these studied patients of exanthematous fever commonest age group was 1-5 years. Measles was the most common etiology seen in these cases. Bleeding manifestation was the commonest complication and survival of 89.03%.
